Race Brief

Traffic & Safety
We have done our best to reduce traffic flow but there is always a chance of a motor vehicle on the route. Remain alert & put safety first!
Bibs & Chip Timing

Runners are only to wear race bibs on the front, upright and visible. Do not fold or crumple the bib and do not wear the bib under an outer layer. No bib = no time.
Your chip is attached to your bib like a sticker, don’t mess with it please.
Start line

Set up – The chip works by recording when you cross a sensor mat at the start and finish. There will be an inflatable arch that you must pass through at the start and again at the finish with the mat placed under it. So the start line will not be as wide as years past and it will take time for the whole crowd to pass through.

As a result each runner will have two times;


Gun Time – From starter gun to finish line. And:

Chip Time – Actually crossing the start to the finish recorded by your chip.

Etiquette at the start line – We have many different runners who are all running for their own reasons, from first timers to hard core competitors, and we welcome all of you. Keeping the two different times above in mind we need to show consideration as to where we place ourselves in the start line crowd.
For top overall finisher cash prizes it will be determined from the Gun Time while age categories will be based off your chip time.

So if you are one of our hardened competitive types and going for one of the top three overall spots, please line up nearest the start line. If you are only competing against yourself or running just for the joy of it please fall in farther back.

If your unsure of where you fit in our top 5 5K runners in 2014 ranged from 16 minutes to 20 minutes while our top 5 10K runners came in between 33 and 42 minutes.
Don’t be in a rush to get through; your chip time will start when you cross so no need to get tripped up on each other.

The Route
The route is marked by white signs with Red Arrows & distance markers. There are also volunteers at the intersections to guide you. Look for the traffic vests & Volunteer vests!

The 2.5K Aid Station is on the left side of the road at Sunset Park. There is one (1) washroom there. 
5K runners and walkers stay left as you approach the start / finish line and head to the finish line banner / arc.

10K runners veer right and continue onto South St and start your second lap for 10K.

10K runners you will find an aid station on the right as you start on South St.
FINISHING

Only enter the Finish Line Chute ONCE!...If you go back on the route to run in with a friend or family member that is all right but do NOT re-enter the finish area with them,. It interferes with the time keeper’s system!

Please run the race you are registered for – I.e. if you registered for the 10K and decide partway through to only run the 5K do not enter the finish chute. Again, this interferes with the time keeping results. Exit the route prior to the finish line and report to the time keeper that you are not finishing. 
If you wish to change races please report to the “changes” table at the check in station prior 830a.m.

First Aid
If you are having trouble on the route that may require medical assistance alert the nearest Race Crew volunteer. We have Huron County EMS available for both minor & emergency care. You will also find the EMS staff stationed just past the finish line.

 Miscellaneous 
Washrooms – There are new public washrooms directly across from the Legion on Kingston and we will have portable toilets and a wash stand near the meal area on The Square across from South Street.


Post race meal – We are back in The Courthouse Park for the post race celebrations! 

You need your bib to be fed! Only race participants & volunteers and purchased meal tickets for the meal please.

Prizes & draws will start about 1030 – for all draws you must be present to win! Draws will be done by Bib Number. We have some great prizes up for grabs don’t miss out!
